Main Outcomes and Recommendations

1.   Sub-regional feasibility study

In the coming year, ICEED will develop in collaboration with the World Bank, WMO, and European Commission a feasibility study that takes a regional approach to: (i) investigating the status of and the need for meteorological, hydrological, environmental and related information sharing; (ii) assessing NMHSs' capacity needs; (iii) identifying key socio-economic benefits of enhanced services by the NMHSs at country level, to provide clear rationale for an appropriate level of national governmental support. 

2.   Regional and Sub-Regional Centres of Excellence

3.   The Sava River Project - Approaching the Sava River Commission and the Danube Commission

The Sava Commission will send a request to WMO to continue the development of the project.  

Recommend involvement of NMHSs in the work of  the Sava Commission  as well as participation of WMO.

Goal: Improving safety, to develop template mechanism to be transferred as a pattern for other river basins

4.   The Danube – Follow-up on the recent flooding 

To strengthen collaboration  and active role of NMHSs in Danube Basin Commission.  All NMHSs should participate in the activities of the Danube Commission.  We encourage NMHSs/governments to develop capacity to undertake relevant hydrological measurements.  ICEED members are willing to exchange available data, particularly data relevant to extreme events, and to strengthen communication among NMHSs especially during extreme events.  

5. Exchange of Warnings, Networking

Strengthen communication channels between NMHSs and related entities.    Use of EMMA.  Countries experienced in use of EMMA would assist.

9. ALADIN-LACE  - Extend practice and usage of ALADIN model to countries that are not members of ALADIN group, that belong to ICEED (Financial support will be needed, e.g., CARDS-WMO).  Start collaboration with Eta group from Serbia.
10. Promotion of Twinning Programs – Transfer, capacity-building in the ICEED NMHSs through supportive twinning programs, e.g., with Finnish Meteorological Institute.
11. ICEED herewith expresses its explicit support for the Albanian Hydrometeorological Institute as National Hydrometeorological Services provider in the country according to the WMO Geneva Declaration of 1999.
