Actions from last meeting in Dubrovnik 

Hellenic National Meteorological Service (HNMS) brief report

HNMS continued its efforts towards the implementation of its modernization project concerning the period 2005-2008. This includes:

· the installation of a system of eight lightning sensors, 

· a network of 17 automatic stations and 33 semi-automatic, 

· 3 new Doppler radar systems so that there is now a radar network consisting of 7 radars (3 new and 4 upgraded) and

· Modernization and automation of the Central Data base of HNMS

The project is realized through the 3rd Framework Program of EU. 

There has been close cooperation with the Hellenic Civil Aviation Authority concerning the implementation of Single European Sky regulations. The whole procedure is under development. 

We make serious efforts to develop a new Ministerial Decision concerning the provision  and commercialization of met services but we meet some difficulties like pricing.

Although the operational work of the Service increases year by year there is a notable reduction of the budget as well as a decrease of personnel. The personnel shortage causes problems to the operation of the staffed met stations as well as to the use of the new equipment at the appropriate level and the best exploitation of the cooperation programs.
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
